Exercises – B - Site Plan



MODULE B –  Draw the Site Plan - Use Survey information

Start a NEW drawing using your imperial-template.dwt as the template 

(do not OPEN the template – you should see Drawing1.dwg as the file name of your new drawing.

SAVE your drawing as DRAF-1110

Insert Architectural Layers from Office Standard

SAVE (but do not close)

Start a new drawing using metric-template.dwt

Set DDUNITS for Surveying units

Draw the boundaries for the site plan (Using Lot 25)

SCALE by 1000 (to convert from M to mm)

SCALE by 10/254 (to convert from mm to inches)

After you have drawn everything, ROTATE everything including North Arrow so that the shorter end of the property is horizontal
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ROTATE

Select All

Select Base point

Type “R” for reference

Pick lower left corner and lower right corner

On the keyboard enter 90

Enter

(the North Arrow on an angle is your “True North”)


On the Menu bar select Edit > Copy

Copy everything

Paste it into DRAF-1110 .dwg (using Edit > Paste)

SAVE your drawing (DRAF-1110)

Use the AREA command to calculate the area of your property

Highlight the area in square feet (on your Command line) and right click > Copy

In your drawing right click > Paste.

SAVE – This is as far as we will go with the Site Drawing for now.
